	Can you ask your friends and family where is their favourite place to go on holiday? You could even have a video call and share pictures and talk about your holidays, and ask about theirs. Try to find out:

Where did they go?
What was their favourite thing to do there?
How did they get there?
Why did they go there?
	When you make your virtual holiday around Slaley, you will need to think about things that make where you live special. How is it different to where other people live? How is it similar?

Can you think also about things that make you special? What is unique about you, what are you really good at? What makes you different or similar to your friends and family?
	Try one of these Disney-themed 10-minute shake ups to get your body moving!  

When you are doing your Disney moves, or your Carnival dancing, stop for a minute before and after and think about how your body and your mood feels. What is different?

Draw a picture of what you have been doing this week and see if you can make some marks to tell Bearemy all about what you have been doing this week. Don’t forget to put your name on it, so Bearemy knows who it’s from!

	Can you make a shape monster? You can use your boxes for recycling and cut them into shapes to make a monster. Try to name the 2D shapes as you go. 

Can you play guess my shape? Your grown up could cut some shapes out from cardboard (or use plastic shapes if you have any!). You then hide the shapes in a bag or pillowcase and put your hand in to feel the shapes. Can you guess the shape without peeking? Alternatively, if you are feeling confident you can keep the shape hidden and describe it to your family to guess which shape it is.
